With Social Media and Smart Phone technology at our 
fingertips, we’re led to believe that if we jump on the Social 
Media bandwagon and “Just Do It” customers will break down 
our door and they will not be able to get enough of our stuff. 
The Coupon Gurus tell us that all we need to do is offer a “90% 
Discount” on a product and you will not be able to handle all 
the business it generates …. Really!?! I won’t be able to afford 
it either. The truth is no matter what media platform you 
choose, it’s more than likely that customers will not be 
breaking down your doors 24/7/365.  
 
First of all, we know planned Social Media and networking 
works! We have clients that are realizing a 12% to 17% 
increase when tracking social media and smart phone coupons 
with their cash register. One client reported three $100 sales 
within the first hour after a Social Media announcement. 
 
Second of all, your website should be treated as your main 
brochure. Let’s go back just a little to the “Good Old Days.” 
We had elaborate brochure pieces created, then mailed them 
out to our potential customers or clients and called them back a 
week later to explain our features and benefits and make the 
“Almighty Sale”! Their reply, “Nope never got it! Well, let me 
send you another one.”  LOL! Some of us did the same with a 
newsletter. We wrote it, drove it over to the printer, got it back 
4 days later, addressed it, stamped it, mailed it and sometimes 
we had some of them come back! Delete! 
 
Today, staying in touch with your customer is no different. By 
utilizing digital communications, you are just using a different 
carrier to deliver your marketing message.  You’ll want to have 
a BizBrochure, BizCoupon or BizNewsletter available to be 
posted and accessible 24/7/365 in order for you to send it out in 
an instant. This digital piece should link customers back to 
your website, offer a special, invite them to an event, or link to 
an article from a publication that supports your product/service. 
Your most important contacts (subscribers) are those who are 
currently doing business with you. They have enjoyed your 
product/service, your price point and a personal experience 
with your business. Today, Social Media platforms are a very 
effective way to keep in touch with your valued customers and 
share with them (and hopefully their friends), what you will 
offer them in the future. After meeting a new prospect and with 
their permission, you add them to your subscriber list. Another 
way to build your subscriber (database) would be by 
networking one person at a time at the Chamber Mixers or by 
volunteering in the community. Both will give you the 
opportunity to build your list and now you take ownership of 
your marketing future.  
 Enjoy! It’s just like the “Good Old Days” … only today its 
digital!
